Learning Journey — History, Science and DT

This term the children will be answering the
guestion, "How is my life better than that of a
Victorian child? In history, we will discover when
the Victorian era was as well as dress up as
Victorian school children to explore what school
was like many years ago. The children will
compare their lives to that of a Victorian child
along with comparing rich and poor Victorian
children. In science, the children will be looking
at nutrition, food labels and a healthy diet. With
a focus on the body, the children will investigate
the skeleton and how muscles work within our
bodies. In DT, we will be focusing on creating
mechanical systems using pneumatics. The
children will be assembling different pneumatic
systems using simple levers . The children will use
a design brief to sketch and make a pop up toy.
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Could Jesus heal people? Were these miracles or
is there some other explanation?
This term, we will be learning to retell Bible
stories when miracles have happened and

question whether Jesus really did perform
miracles.

We
will work individually, with a partner and in small
groups, sharing ideas. The children will develop
their use of counting and rhythm. We will learn to
use canon, unison, formation and levels in our
dances.
