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Term 2
Learning Journey – History, Science & D.T.

This term, Badger class will be answering the 
question, ‘Was the Mayflower Pilgrim’s journey 

to the new world worth it?’ This learning journey 
will incorporate the children's history, science and 

design & technology learning. In history, the 
children will be learning about the dangerous 

journey undertaken to America. This will include 
timelines, exploring both primary and secondary 

sources as well as an exciting local trip around 
Gainsborough to fully understand the lasting 

legacy of this trip. Their science topic is a 
continuation of  ‘properties of materials‘ but now 
to discuss the soluble or insoluble/ reversible or 
irreversible changes- linking back to what to take 
on the journey. Their D.T. will focus on creating a 

Mayflower model using their woodwork skills 
(sawing, drilling etc.) so that the CAMs will allow 

the final product to recreate the movement of the 
ship crossing the ocean.

Is the Christmas story true?
The class will learn about the different
